“Recently, however, the
Charlevoix Downtown Blueprint 2007 directed the DDA to broaden its purpose to marketing and promoting
Downtown Charlevoix to residents, visitors and current and prospective business owners. What’s Up Downtown is
a first step in that direction.”

While the inaugural issue will be printed and personally delivered, Carey hopes future issues will be almost
delivered almost exclusively via email or visits to the DDA’s new website, slated for completion at the end of the year.

“It makes sense to minimize printing costs by utilizing email and website delivery,” Carey said. “Additionally,
electronic delivery will allow us to reach more readers.”
